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I would like to thank our members for their wonderful contributions to Goodies for our meetings and to Joyce 
Worsfold, Lou Millman and Kathy Mirtle for their help when I had to be away (also anyone else that I may have 
missed).

Just a reminder , it has been decided by our membership that our wind-up will be similar to the Christimas 
meeting.  Members are asked to bring 6 sweets or an appy to share.  I will set up the chocolate fountain as 
well so fresh fruit would be great as another contribution!  The last meeting will be Monday, June 9th at 7:00 
pm as usual. 
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This book contains instructions for several "frayed edge" technique quilts. It is a refreshing 
change from the basic square and rectangle "rag quilt". 
Fabrics 
100% cotton is to be used-can be flannel, homespun or 100% cotton. 
Batting 
Low-loft cotton batting or 100% cotton flannel, which should blend with the chosen fabrics. 
Needles 
Use sewing machine needles sized for cotton fabrics (size 70/10 or 80/12). 
Pins 
A good supply of glass or plastic-headed pins is necessary. Long pins are helpful in pinning multiple layers together. 
Pressing Equipment 
Iron fabrics prior to cutting out pieces. The seam allowances are finger-pressed open (except for "ABC---123 quilt"). 
Rotary cutter, Mat and Rulers 
Rotary cutter with a 45 or 60mm blade 
Self- healing mat no smaller than 18"x24" 
Clear acrylic ruler 6"x24" with standard 1/4" increments and guidelines for marking and cutting 45 and 60 degree 
angles. 
Scissors 
good quality shears-use them only for cutting fabric. Thread snips or embroidery scissors are handy for clipping 
threads. 
Sewing machine 
All you need is a straight stitch machine in good working order. 
Template Plastic 
Temporary Spray Adhesive 
This will eliminate the need for pinning by temporarily bonding fabric to fabric or to the batting. Residue will wash out 
when you wash the quilt. 
Thread 
For piecing, use a good quality cotton or cotton-covered polyester thread. 
Water-soluble marker or chalk pencil 
There are four techniques in this book. They are not traditional piecing techniques, so pay close attention as to the 
seam allowance width and to whether the pieces are assembled with the top fabrics or the backing fabrics right 
sides together. 
1. SEAMS INSIDE OUT 
The quilt top, batting and backing pieces are first assembled into "sandwiches". Then the sandwiches are stitched 
together, backing fabric to backing fabric, so that the seam allowances appear on the top side of the quilt; the back 
of the quilt will have finished seams. When the piecing is done, the exposed seam allowances are clipped and the 
quilt is washed and dried, using the raw edges to fray and create a chenille effect. There is no need to bind the quilt 
unless you want to, as the outer edges are clipped. 
*I recommend using the drier for the 1st wash, as i t will have a large amount of lint left behind.  
2. Frayed-appliqué piecing 
The technique involves simply placing a cut piece of fabric, or appliqué, on top of a piece of background fabric, both 
right sides up, and stitching 1/4" from the raw edges of the cut pieces. The background pieces are then stitched to-
gether. The unfinished edges of the cut pieces will fray when the quilt is washed and dried. 
3. Whole-cloth frayed appliqué 
This technique is much the same as frayed-appliqué piecing, but the cut pieces are applied to a whole-cloth base-
one large piece of background fabric with no seams-that has been layered with batting and batting. You do the quilt-
ing as you stitch down the cut pieces. 
4. Frayed Circles 
This technique is based on the Orange Peel and Robbing Peter to Pay Paul patterns.  The pattern looks compli-
cated with all of its interlocking circles but it is actually quite easy using the frayed-circles technique. No batting is 
used with this technique; flannel works best for the top and backing. For a lighter-weight quilt, use quilting cottons. 
The backing fabric will fold over to the front to form the arcs and will be seen as part of the quilt top-so choose con-
trasting fabrics that look good together. It can also be made completely scrappy. Only the backing fabric will be 
seen on the back. No additional quilting is needed and no binding is required. 
All ten patterns included are made with different techniques and I would highly recommend the use of any of the 
patterns for a "different" frayed edge look. 
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The Nominations Committee this year is made up of Cheryl Dyck, Butch Dixon, Gladys Klepachek, Julie Ottosen, and 
myself, Marg Johnson.  The role of the committee is to fill the executive and on-going committee positions from your 
suggestions. 
  
It's time for elections.  Nomination forms were passed out at the April 14, 2008 meeting and can be found in the 
March newsletter.  I also have extra copies if you need one.  Please consider volunteering for a position and/or nomi-
nating someone.  The executive positions (President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Secretary, Program, Membership 
and Newsletter)  and on-going committee positions (Workshops, Library, Hospitality, Community Projects, Retreat, 
Historian, Wednesday Quilt-In, and Friday Quilt-In) are the framework that makes our guild so successful.   
  
The following positions have served their two-year term or are to be vacant; and therefore, are definitely in need of 
new people to fulfill these roles:  President, Vice-President, Treasurer, Membership, Hospitality, Community Projects, 
Program, Retreats, Newsletter and Historian.
